The surest way to be able to extract maxi-
mum value is to prepare extensively ahead of time and then refrain from jump-
ing around on the board on Draft Day. Approach the draft with an actuarial
mindset, determined to squeeze maximum value out of every pick, and you
will be poised for success.

1 AGE OF THE QBS: It's interesting that the NBA is widely known to be
entering into a golden age for point guards when the NFL is less widely
regarded for the same depth of quality triggermen. With two all-time Top
10 QBs in Tom Brady and Peyton Manning still having a few quality
years left, others like Philip Rivers solidly in their prime, others like Matt
Ryan rapidly approaching it and an influx yet to come that includes An-
drew Luck and Matt Barkley, the next few years will be explosive — and
could be fueled by the next point.

2 THE NEW WORK RULES: The Jimmy Johnson era is over and
coaches hate it. Back in the early 1990s, Jimmah rode his Cowboys
year-round and set the template for the modern 12-month NFL. Fueled
by player concerns for health and longevity, those days are over. Will
injuries decline and average career length grow? And will these rules
fuel the red-hot growth of the passing game?

3 THE “GENERATION NEXT” OF COACHING: Your three most recent
Super Bowl-winning head coaches: Mike McCarthy, Sean Payton and
Mike Tomlin. The three coaches who lost Super Bowls to them: Tomlin,
Jim Caldwell and Ken Whisenhunt. The success of these five men over
the past few years demonstrates that the league has gone through the
biggest emergence of breakthrough first-time coaches since the big class
of the early 1990s that included Mike Holmgren, Bill Cowher and Dennis

Green.

4 TECHNOLOGY IMPACTING THE PRESENTATION OF
THE GAME: Two of FDH'’s favorite technology/entertainment
experts say that big changes are coming in how you watch
the game. Simon Applebaum says that interactivity between
web/tablets/phones/TV is coming to sportscasting (Page 47

5 GROWTH OF THE 3-4 IN COLLEGE: For many years,
NFL teams were handicapped by the lack of proven 3-4
defensive talent coming from college. Players such as
Kamerion Wimbley were drafted to play 3-4 OLB after lining
up at 4-3 DE in the college game. Finally, with schools such
as Alabama, Georgia, Stanford, Notre Dame and Texas
A&M making the switch, the NFL personnel folks won't have
to project quite as hard when searching for 3-4 talent.

Suggested League
Guidelines

Many leagues start 1 QB, 2 RB, 2 WR,
1TE, 1 K and some D/ST combination.
Some leagues allow the TE position to
be WR or TE (in which case, only a few
TEs merit any consideration) and some
have a “flex” position, which is gener-
ally 1 additional RB or WR.  With
leagues who utilize defense, some
deploy a team D/ST unit and some use
individual D players.

The most common scoring system is a
variation of the following: 4 points per
passing TD, 1 point per 25 yards pass-
ing, 1 point per passing 2-point PAT, 6
points per receiving or rushing TD, 1
point per 10 yards rushing or receiving,
2 points per rushing or receiving 2-
point PAT, 2 points per “big play touch-
down” (50 or more yards), 1 point per
kicking PAT, 3 points per FG, with a 1-
point bonus at 45 yards, a 2-point
bonus at 50 yards and a 3-point bonus
at 55 yards, 6 points per defensive or
special teams TD, 1 point per intercep-
tion, sack or fumble recovered and 2
points per safety. In leagues that
award 6 points for passing TDs, QBs
are worth much more.

A Don't be that guy who doesn't properly understand your
league’s scoring system. League setups are like snowflakes; no
two are the same. Our draft board is configured to conform to a
fairly basic scoring system, but your league could have some
quirks that would force you to make adaptations to our board.
Be aware of them.

A Don't be that guy who doesn't pay enough attention and
selects players who are already off the board. It's impolite to
your leaguemates and it will invariably break your concentration
when everyone howls at you and you've got to go back to
Square One on a backup pick. To ensure that you are aware of
everything that is going on during your draft, utilize a “grid” to
track all teams, with the number of rounds going down the left
side and the teams listed in order along the top.

A Don't be that guy who approaches the draft like it's a night of
epic decision-making. If you've done your homework, it's not.
You merely find out where you're drafting and you “let the draft
come to you.” Trust your draft board, abide by it and don't
overrule your rankings lightly. Weeks of preparation will trump
minutes of frantic guessing anytime.

A Don't be that guy who has ironclad rules, like the weenies
who always say, “'m going to take running backs with my first
two picks.” Really? No matter how picked-over they are? That's
insane. To a certain extent, this goes back to the last point
about letting the draft come to you. When everyone else zigs,
you zag and you'll get value with every pick.

A More than most years, perhaps more than any other year since NFL free
agency came into play in the early 1990s, continuity is the watchword of the
season. The year-round nature of the modern NFL has been great for the NFL
Network and other assorted league bean-counters, but it has served as a leveling
effect for the league’s best teams. This past offseason allowed for almost no
opportunity for teams in transition to acclimate any or all of the following: head
coach, offensive coordinator, defensive coordinator, quarterback. These are, of
course, the most critical areas for continuity in the game. Both in “real” football
and in the fantasy game, those who were riding high in 2010 will do so dispropor-
tionately to the usual amount in 2011. Also unlike most years, there is more
parity between the RB and WR position than is generally the case. You have to
go down to the #3 spot at both positions (where there are a few more RBs avail-
able) to find a difference in talent depth.

A Now more than ever, if you want a top-flight QB, find him a top-flight WR. Tom
Brady is the sole QB on our top tier of passers who is not throwing to a WR
ranked in our Top 15. There is a true symbiotic relationship between the top
quarterbacks and those hauling in their passes; neither side can truly flourish
without great support on the other end. It is for this reason alone that Larry Fitz-
gerald, arguably the most skilled wide receiver in the NFL, ranks 8th on our list as
post-Warner instability has reigned at the passer position in Arizona. And it is for
this reason that the quarterbacks on our second tier who have the best bets of
jumping up into the top tier (Matt Ryan, Ben Roethlisberger and Eli Manning)
have elite WRs (Roddy White, Mike Wallace and Hakeem Nicks, respectively).

A Unlike last year, when we were wildly bullish on TEs, we are a bit less so in
2011. Last year saw some surprises that could not be predicted (the severe
injuries to Antonio Gates, Dallas Clark and Jermichael Finley), but it also saw the
continuation of the aging process for Tony Gonzalez, continuing health issues
with Owen Daniels and the absolute collapses of Brent Celek and Visanthe
Shiancoe. Marcedes Lewis did (belatedly) emerge and Rob Gronkowski and
Jimmy Graham made their names known, so there were some counterbalances
in an unexpectedly down year. Still, we're not ready to say as we were a year
ago that you can wait a long time to draft your TE starter. Maybe next year.

05) Oshiomogho Atogwe---5-11---205---Washington Redskins: Here is one the more unheralded players anywhere on the defensive side
of the ball. He is a superb performer, coming up with big play after big play with turnovers from opponents.

04) Reggie Nelson---5-11---206---Cincinnati Bengals : The first word that comes to mind with this player is “playmaker.” He is truly a ball
hawk through the air. If opposing quarterback are off the mark just a bit....Mr. Nelson is there to pick up the pieces.

03) Michael Griffin---6-0---203---Tennessee Titans : He is a good blend of speed and physical mentality. Not only is he looking to make
the big play in the air...but he also is just as effective at delivering a smashing tackle to opponents.
